Track your sleep time for a week.
Each morning, write down what time you went to bed and what time you woke up.
(At the end of the week, add up your total hours of sleep, find the average per night, and make a simple bar chart to show your results.)
Create a fact file about your favourite wild animal.
Include key information such as its name, habitat, diet, appearance, and interesting facts.
(You could draw a picture of your animal and decorate your fact file to make it eye-catching!)
Go for a walk and focus on your five senses.
As you walk, notice what you can see, hear, smell, taste, and feel.
Then, write a short paragraph describing your experience, using lots of sensory words to bring it to life.
Maths Challenge: Plan a Party! 
You have £50 to spend on a party for your friends.
Look up or imagine prices for things like food, drinks, decorations, and games.
Work out how much everything costs and make sure you don’t go over your budget!
(You can show your working out, make a price list, or draw a poster of your party plan.)
Visit your local library and choose some books that interest you. After reading one, write a short summary of what happens. You can also make a mini book review and give it a rating out of 5.
Write a poem, in any style you like, about a Greek god or goddess. 
(You could write a rhyming poem, acrostic, haiku, limerick, free verse, or shape poem.)

Create your own Gratitude Journal.
Each day for a week, write down three things you are thankful for. They can be big or small!
(You could decorate your journal, add drawings, or write a short paragraph about how each thing makes you 
feel.)
Design and make a habitat in a shoebox.
Choose an animal and create its ideal home inside the box using materials you have at home.
(Think about what your animal needs to survive- food, water, shelter, and space.)
Write a short story set in Ancient Greece. Be creative and include characters, places, and events from that time.
Choose a simple recipe (for example: cupcakes, cookies, or bread). Bake it at home with an adult but focus carefully on the measuring! Take a photo or draw your finished bake and write 2–3 sentences about how you used maths while baking.
Go on an autumn walk and collect natural materials. Use what you find to make your own piece of art.
