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Physical Development 


In P.E his half term we will be Gymnastics and co-ordination and control. We will continue to support the children to use an effective pencil grip when writing. 


The children will have daily access to bikes, scooters and large climbing equipment as well as planned activities requiring the use of scissors, paint brushes and other one handed tools.


We will support the children to transport tools and equipment safely and without direct supervision.





Mathematics


This term we will start by recapping composition of number, counting to 20 and 1-1 correspondence. 


We will explore 3D shapes and their properties and introduce time, using clocks to make given o’clock or half past times. 


At the end of our term, we will start exploring comparison. Using language such as ‘fewer than’ or ‘more than’ to describe different quantities. 











Literacy


We will be continuing to teach daily phonics sessions and will support and practise recognition of tricky words.


The children will be encouraged to use their phonic knowledge to write simple sentences with support and we will be practising to blend sounds in words to support the children’s independent reading and understanding of simple sentences.





Expressive Arts and Design


This term we will be making Easter cards and Easter nests. The children will be learning to use simple tools and techniques competently and appropriately during art and craft activities.


We will transform our class role play area into the setting of a traditional tale and the children will be involved in creating the artwork for this.


They will have opportunities to play co-operatively as part of a group and act out a narritive.





Forest School


EYFS will take part in Forest School. Please ensure your child has a pair of named wellies in school and comes to school wearing appropriate and warm outdoor clothing.

















Helping at home 


Please ensure you spend time at home sharing books and hearing your child read for a few minutes each day. Don’t forget to record this in their reading diary!


Find items around the house to support the naming of 3D shapes e.g. cereal packets, tins of beans, apples and encourage the children to use mathematical language to describe these items.


Support the children to read the time on clocks at home. 











PSHE


This term our PSHE focus will be on ‘Goals and Dreams’. We will look at obstacles we can overcome, challenges, setting future goals and how to achieve them!
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Understanding the World





We will be planting seeds and examining the changes over time as they grow.


We will be exploring our local area and outdoor environment and will be learning how to represent different aspects of our environment on a map. The children will discuss how we can look after these areas through outdoor learning and Forest Schools sessions.


The children will be learning that some changes can be reversed e.g. ice melting.


In ICT we will be supporting the children to program toys to navigate around the maps that they have drawn. Programming them to move, turn and travel to areas on the map. They will be consolidating their keyboard skills and encouraged to log on and off the laptops independently.


The children will be taking part in our whole school Easter service and learn about the importance of this celebration within the Christian faith.
